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Santiam Section Fall Conference

The Santiam Section held its bi-annual Professional Development Conference on October 8, 2004 in Salem.  The all-day conference
featured top notch speakers addressing workplace violence, identity theft and hearing conservation.  Thirty members and guests
attended the conference.

Nationally recognized John Posey pre-
sented a stimulating morning session
highlighting the importance of taking
proactive measures to diffuse behavior
patterns that often lead to violence against
co-workers.  Riveting video clips from
actual cases of workplace violence under-
scored the critical steps necessary to
prevent a disaster at your business.

Over lunch, Amy James from First Tech
Credit Union discussed how seemingly
insignificant day-to-day activities can
leave you vulnerable to identity theft and
how thieves seek out your personal
information, account numbers and pass-
words to charge merchandise against your
accounts and potentially ruin your credit
history.  She showed us how simple
changes in your routine can thwart these
efforts.

During the afternoon session, Dr. Evan “Butch” Evans presented an interesting and informative program on noise exposures and
hearing loss.  Using audio recordings, Dr. Evans illustrated how hearing loss sounds to sufferers at varying degrees of impairment.  Two
sets of custom-fitted ear plugs were given as prizes during the session, with wax impressions taken at the time.

This was an excellent conference with enthusiastic praise from many attendees.

We select answer B because:

The attractive nuisance or attractive allurement doctrine
pertains to the “reasonable care” that a possessor of land
owes to children. In general, the doctrine requires that
one provide an extra measure of protection for children,
even trespassing children. The concept embraces the
notion of a tangible and visible “thing” that is both
attractive (alluring) to the public and also potentially
harmful. The doctrine of attractive nuisance has often
been applied where small children have drowned in pits,
ponds, swimming pools, etc. It also applies to unguarded
or unsecured equipment or machinery.
